OUR THREE PILLARS

Formal activities at Telluride House are based
on our three “pillars,” a set of philosophical
ideals that form the basis of House life. These
pillars are loosely defined, and housemembers
take it upon themselves to shape the pillars
and their role in House life.

Intellectual Inquiry activities cultivate our
housemembers’ insatiable curiosity. For this
reason, Telluriders are often considered “intel-
lectual omnivores,” and weekly formal presen-
tations by housemembers or prestigious faculty
guests help to educate other housemembers in
a wide variety of disciplines.

Housemembers reach out to the community
through the Community Service pillar. Each
year, the House develops one or more service
projects to not only give back to those in need,
but also to develop bonds in our own commu-
nity and challenge ourselves in new ways.

Of course, reaching for these ideals while
engaging in a diverse community offers
opportunities for personal growth through
Self-Governance. House-wide decisions are
made democratically through housemeet-
ings, committee work, and by amending our
By-Laws. We are even responsible for selecting
new housemembers through our preferment
process.

The application to MBTA is designed to be

challenging but not intimidating. It consists of several

essays and an interview.

Although the essays require at least as much thought
and effort as many university admission applications,
they do allow candidates to show what they have to
offer in their own terms. The House has accepted
members as much for their artistic portfolios and
scientific research as for their essays and interviews.

Applicants must enroll as full-time University of
Michigan students while in the House. We
encourage you to contact our Recruitment
Committee with any questions you might have at
mbta.apply@tellurideassociation.org.

Applications from current U-M students are
considered in the fall; applications from incoming
freshmen, incoming graduate students, and transfer
students are considered in the spring. All selected
students join the House in the fall of the following
academic year.
